3.
Rules
The regatta will be governed by the 2009-2012 ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the International Pirat Class Rules and the Sailing Instructions.

The event is designated according to ISAF Regulation 20.

Penalty System: RRS Appendix P will apply. 
4.
Eligibility
Competitors shall comply with the ISAF eligibility rules as provided in ISAF Regulation 19.

Participating crews in the Championship shall be designated and entered by their National Pirat Class Association. Each crew member shall be member of its respective National Authority.

Each crew can only represent the country of which the crew is a national or ordinarily a resident and shall present a valid membership card or certificate, or other satisfactory evidence of identity and membership, of the National Authority they represent.

Boats shall comply with the Class Rules and have a valid measurement form. The sail number shall conform to the measurement form, unless derogation is accepted by the Measurement Committee according to the Class Rules.

Entries
Preliminary entries shall be sent by the National Pirat Associations to the Hungarian Pirat Association by e-mail: szentpeteri@sbgk.hu, by facsimile: +361 461 1099 or by mail: Adam Szentpéteri, c/o SBGK Patent and Law Offices 1369 Budapest, Hungary P.O.B. 360. The preliminary entry should comprise the list of crews, sail number and club membership. The preliminary entry shall be sent to the above address by June 15 2011 the latest. By depositing the preliminary entry list, each National Association guarantees payment of the entry fee for as many crews as appearing on the preliminary entry list.

The enclosed Entry Forms shall be returned to the above address no later than July 10 2011. Any deviation from the list of preliminary entry may be accepted but only with the confirmation of the National Association. Entries received later than July 10 2011 may be accepted only at the discretion of the Organising Authority, whose decision shall be final. 

The entry fee is EUR 130.00 per crew. The entry fee may be paid through National Associations by bank remittance (bank charges shall be paid by the sender)   until the preliminary entry deadline:

Entry confirmation and measurement
Each competitor shall confirm his/her entry at the Regatta Office and each boat shall be controlled by the Measurement Committee before the first race, according to the official schedule.

A valid third party liability insurance and a valid measurement form shall be presented during this entry confirmation procedure.

7. SCORING

The Low scoring system of RRS Appendix A will apply.

The Championship will consist of ten races. Classifications will be established in accordance with the low-point scoring system. The European Championship is valid in case at least four races are completed.  When from five to eight races have been completed, the worst score shall be discarded. When nine or ten races have been completed, the two worst scores shall be discarded.
8.
Courses

Course type will be up-and-down, with two rounds followed by a windward finish leg. Length of courses will be adapted according to wind strength in order to have an expected race duration of about sixty minutes for the leading boat.

9.
International Jury
An International Jury will be appointed according to RRS Appendix N.
10.
Titles and prizes
The first crew of the final classification of the Championship will be declared: "EUROSAF Pirat European Champion". Medals will be awarded to the first, second and third crews of the Championship by EUROSAF. Further prizes will be awarded to the first to eight crews by the Hungarian Pirat Association and the Hungarian Yachting Association.

Additional prizes will be awarded by IPA, International Pirat Association.
Daily prizes will be awarded by the regatta sponsors.
11.
SUPPORT VESSELS

All teams wishing to use their own support boat during the event shall apply for permission granted by the Hungarian Water police. The Application shall be sent to the Hungarian Yachting Association and will be arranged for a fee of 100 EUR on the SUPPORT BOAT APPLICATION FORM attached to that Notice of Race. Renting support boat for the event may be arranged on request.  
11.
Liability
Competitors will sail at their own risk. The Organising Authority and all parties involved in the regatta organisation do not accept any liability for any loss, damage or injury which may occur to person or property, both ashore and afloat, as a consequence of participation in the Championship.
